
Introduction to Scripture, Church and Sacraments

Scope and Sequence 

This course begins with looking at  the journey of adolescence as seen through the eyes of faith, then moves on to 

explore the Roman Catholic faith through the study of its roots in the Hebrew Scriptures. It will cover the span of 

the creation stories in the book of Genesis, the stories of the patriarchs, the Exodus event, the reign of the Israelite 

kings, and the Wisdom and Prophetic literature of the Hebrew Scriptures. In addition, the students will reflect on 

their individual faith journeys through their personal journals. 

 

Course Benchmarks and Performance Standards 

Students completing the first semester of the 9
th

 grade course in Theology will:

 Demonstrate the foundational skills necessary for competent exploration of the Scriptures and religious 

teaching (2) 

 Apply biblical teaching to ethics, morality and service to others (3, 4, 5, 6, 7, & 8) 

 

Goals 

Included in the goals of the course, students will develop: 

 A familiarity with Scripture that will enhance the use of the Bible for study, spiritual nourishment and 

personal prayer 

 An appreciation of Christianity’s roots  

 An awareness of the evolution of their personal journeys of faith 

 A community of faith in the classroom which fosters personal growth, faith sharing and prayer
